Because Babylon is on the list twice, it cancels itself and counts as one — this takes our list from

seven down to six. The first five kingdoms (thru Greece) have fallen as history records. When John
is on the island of Patmos, Rome is in power...Although Rome (#6) has fallen since then, it will
revive again, for a short space, under another title (#7, maybe called the UN), until the beast
establishes his kingdom (#8, which is actually born out of all the other kingdoms).

He has ten horns — verses 12-14

the entire earth near the end on the beast’s reign

- These kings will ultimately engage in warfare with the Lord Jesus Christ and will be destroyed...

These ten horns will the whore — verses 15-17
