Ephesus was a powerful commercial center and was also a capital city in the Roman Empire.
It was the center of worship of the goddess Diana (Acts 19:34-35). The temple that was
constructed for her worship was one of the seven wonders of the ancient world. The lost
and idolatrous Ephesians jealously protected her worship (Acts 19:23). Because of this
darkness and the unprecedented opportunity for the gospel, Paul resided there for three
years (Acts 20:31). What a dark place Ephesus must have been - however, a light shines
brightest in the darkness! God proves this point by showing us that the gospel spread from
this place into all of Asia (Acts 19:10)!
