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The first half of Ephesians 2 told us about the spiritual we all held when we were lost. It also
told of the glorious quickening we have received by the grace of God through faith in Christ Jesus. The last
half of chapter 2 emphasizes the body of believers and tells how both Jew and Gentile have become

new man. It is easy to get caught up with the details and circumstances of everyday life, to the point we take
for granted or even forget the relationship we now have with God. Today’s text bridges the gap between the
first and second half of the chapter by challenging us to remember our separation from God and
reminding us of our precious condition — near to God.
